Only recognized studenmt bodies
like the duly elected Students’ Union will have the right of
representation in student-related issues, Formation of students” fomms,
socictics and associations etc. must come under the supervision of the
college authorities.

RULES REGARDING USE OF SOCIAL MEDIA

law of the land. The College authorities will take strict action against
ahusive posts cither generated or sharcd by misguided students, Such
students will be immediately handed over 1o the law enforcing agencics.

ATTENDANCE

A student must attend a minimum of 75% classes in an academic year.
Students failing to attend the minimom percentage will be debarred
[rom appearing in the sessional, mid-term and end-term examination. A
stwdent who is unable to attend the minimum attendance for bona fide
reasons must produce a leave note forwarded by the head of the
department to the Vice Principal’s office. Leave notes must be
furnished with necessary documents with credible reasons, The college
reserves the right w disgualify a student who Fails (o attend classes for a
lomg stretch of tme without a leave note or permission of the college
authority.

RULES DURING EXAMINATIONS

A student must appear in all internal examinations, projects and viva
conducted by the college and must complete home assignments and
internshipsasadvised. Failurctoappearintheintemalexaminationswill lead
o restriction from filling up of extemal examination form. Failure o
present proper documents like admit cards may lead to action by the
Examination Board. Unruly conduet and adoption of unfsir means in
the examination hall on the part of the examinee may lead o expulsion
from the examination hall.

COLLEGE UNIFORM

Students inside the college campus must adhere to a uniform dress
code. Violation of the dress code will lead 1o expulzion from the college
with immediate effect, The dress code is as follows:

Buoys: White shirt and hlack formal trousers (jeans trousers are strictly
forbidden) and maroon pullovers or sweaters (for winter).

Girls: White chador with green border and muga-coloured mekhela or
white salwar-kamesj and green JTaipuri dupatta or bandhni and maroon
pullovers or sweaters (for winter). Leggings and Patiala salwars are
stricily forbidden.

IDENTITY CARD

A student must carry herhis identity card at all times in the college
campus. The 1D card, issued at the time of admission must be produced
as and when demanded by the college authorities or security personnel.
